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The Society for Occupational and Environmental Health (SOEH); the National Institute of Environmental Health Sciences (NIEHS); the Association of Occupational and Environmental Clinics (AOEC); Johns Hopkins University Bloomberg School of Public Health; Urban Public Health Program of Hunter College, CUNY; University of Medicine and Dentistry of New Jersey (UMDNJ) – School of Public Health; the NIH Office of Rare Diseases; and other partners, are pleased to convene a national meeting on mold-related health effects.

Purpose:

· occupational and environmental health, including occupational physicians, industrial hygienists, and trainers 

· making public health policy, including those at federal, state and local governmental agencies

· biological and environmental health science research

1) one for occupational health and safety practitioners interested in protecting remediation workers from harm and

2) one for clinicians interested in improving clinical practice and case management and for environmental health research scientists interested in mold-related health effects.
