5. Determine and select the types of items (buildings, trees, types of vehicles and so forth) 

and arrange those on the empty diorama surface.   

 

6. Conduct a trial presentation of your diorama by reading your narrative and determining 

what additional needs you will have to satisfy. 

 

7. Construct or produce the additional requirements identified in Step 6. 

 

8. Develop one to two learning outcome questions for each learning objective in Step 2.  

These questions will allow you to gauge the participants’ enhanced value gained with 

the learning outcome(s). 

 

9. Test your scenario.
